Dmitri Shostakovich (1906 - 1975)

Biography
Dmitry Shostakavich, a Russian composer and planist, was barn in 5L Petersburg in
1906, At thé age of 11, he was admitted to a private mugic schoaol,
At the age of 13, the young planist had already entered the Petrograd Conservatory in
the piano class. and two years later, the faculty of composition. He presented the First
symphony as his graduation piece In 1926.
Burlng the first months of the German-Soviet War, Dmitrl Shostakovich was bn
Leningrad, He worked as a Conservatory professor and served in the volunteer
firefighter brigade. At the same time Shostakovich wrote ane of his most famous pleces
- the Seventh Symphony.
In 1948, Dmitri Shostakovich, Sergel Prokofiev and Aram Ehachaturian were accused of
formalism. Shostakovich was fired from the Moscow Conservatony, his muske was
banned,
A year later. the ban was officially lifted. the composar was went to the United States as
part of a group of cultural figures of the Soviet Union,
In 1957, Shostakovich became secretary of the Unlen af Compoasers af the USSR,
In the last years of his life the composer was seriously ill. Dmitri Shostakavich died and
wias burried in Moscow In August 1975,

Afanasovo Influence

In 1943, near the village Afanasovo, the Ivanovo House of Creative Work of
Composers opened. Dmitri Shostakovich arrived there in summer 1943, He
described these places in his diary:

"Wide fields are everywhere around and far away are large forests, the end of
which we have never been able to find. The composers lived in a large single-
store stone house, once owned by a local landowner, and in small cottages
built around it. The main building was good, cozy and with fairly comfort. Each
house had an instrument., For composers who lived in a large house the
working rooms were equipped in the neighboring villages.”

Here, during the summer, he wrote his Eighth Symphony, which is considered
one of the most tragic works of Shostakovich, while the composer himself
spoke of it like this: “1 can express the ideological and philosophical concept of
my new work very briefly, in two words: life's beautiful. Everything dark,
gloomy will perish, go away, the beauty will triumph.”
